1. To accept adult offenders committed to the
Department of Comrections by the courts for In-

carceration, care, custody, and treatment.

2. To develop and maintain institutions and other
tacilities.

3. Tomaintain records on all committed offenders.
4, To investigate the grievances of such persons.

5. To administer training programs for departmen-
tal personnel.

6. To provide technical assistance to units of lacal
government and allied state agencies.

Early Release Programs

The Department operates three early release pro-
grars supervised by the Community Services Divi-
sion, The programs are:

1. Parcle
2. Work Release
3. Supervised Earned Release

During FY 89, atotal of 1,528 inmates were released
fram incarceration through the early release programs.

Governor's Suspension Program

The power to grant clernency on behalf of a criminal
offender is afforded to the Governor by the Mississip-
pi State Constitution of 1890, Traditionally, the details
and use of clemency have been defined by each Chief
Executive and clemency has taken several forms aver
thie years. During the 1987 fiscal year, clemency was
exercised somewhat through the Governor's Suspen-
sion Pragram. By executive definition, gubernatorial
suspension 15 a suspension of incarceration, not
sentence, and usually is granted for a period of 90
days. Suspensions may be extended at the discretion
aof the Governor,

The State Parcle Board Is granted by statute (Mississip-
pi Code of 1972, Section 47-7-5) the exclusive
respensibility of investigating clemency, i.e., Gover-
nor's Suspension, upon the request of the Governer.
Inmates released through the Governor's Suspension
Program are supervised by Department of Correc-
tions' field officers.

During FY 89, a toial of 42 inmaies were released
through the Governor's Suspension Program.
